(®Take the specified transportations and flights to/from Japan. No changes of flights for personal reasons will be permitted.
®Submit reports on the task assigned prior to the program start as well as on the program activities by the due dates.

Application Criteria

(DHave an interest in Japan and be willing to experience Japanese culture and customs.

@Be healthy, of a cheerful disposition, and able to get along well with others.

®The person who has not been to Japan would be chosen on a priority basis in order to promote the expansion of people regarded as
friendly toward Japan.
